Identify how the structure of 
texts (eg  titles, sub-headings, 
labels, diagrams and charts) 
contributes to meaning. 
 

Identify how texts are 
presented in different 
ways and how the 
presentation of a text 
contributes to meaning. 

Infer characters’ feelings, thoughts and 
motives from their actions  

Predict what might happen based on 
what is implied in the text.
